Book Talk Project
After reading a novel selected by yourself, you will now prepare a book talk which will be shared with your classmates and teacher for evaluation.

Part of this presentation will be demonstrating your understanding of the text while the other part remains your attempt to show why this novel was an enjoyable experience for you. Through presenting this, it is hoped that others may be encouraged to read this novel as well. You are only required to submit a few items as part of your book talk. The rest is presented orally. Use the following details as a guide:

1. Begin by identifying the title of the book, author, publication date, publisher and other books written by the author. Place this information on a 3 X 5 index card.

2. Next, provide a 100-150 word plot synopsis. Write this on an index card as well.

3. Present and share each of the following items:

a. An object/item which is representative of the most important conflict in the plot. Be sure to describe the actual conflict in detail, and explain how it affects the protagonist, as well as how the conflict gets resolved.

b. A second object which represents the setting of the novel, explaining how and why the setting of this novel was significant (important).
c. THREE powerful descriptive adjectives which describe the character of the protagonist. Be sure to refer to the text for supports to back up each characteristic. Place each one on a 3 X 5 index card which you can hold up to the class as you speak about it.

d. Your copy of the actual novel which you will show to the class so it becomes recognizable.

4. Summarize your book talk by providing an overall recommendation to your classmates for this piece of literature. Remember to support your recommendation by referring to specific aspects of the text which you liked. (or disliked!)

5. Your presentation should be approximately 3-4 minutes in length.

6. Place all items in a large envelope or Ziploc bag to bring to school, and I will return them to you after your prsentation.
