	Option 1:

There are many places described in this novel. Choose one of the scenes and re-create it, as described in the novel. 

Choose an appropriate medium (diorama, model, painting, coloured illustration, etc.).

Colour, texture, and accuracy of details are important to capturing the scene and the mood.

You must include a caption describing the scene.
	Option 1:

Compile a playlist of pre-existing songs that would reflect the content/mood/themes of the novel.

Include an insert with an explanation of how each song connects with the novel.

You may choose to have these songs on your personal device.
	Option 1:

Create a TED Talk or rant about the main conflict of this novel (focus on the big idea – e.g. bullying, atrocities of war, etc.).

It is recommended that you record this on your phone and send it to your teacher.

Organize a script and rehearse prior to recording your work.

Use vocabulary, vocal tone, pitch, pace, facial expression, and movement to capture meaning.

	Option 2:

Fill a small box (symbolically presented) with items representing the protagonist’s journey and struggles.

You will need to describe each item on paper, including how it connects to the character’s experiences.

Minimum 8 items required.
	Option 2:

Write a news article in which you focus on the protagonist. 

This article should provide a sketch of who this character is, their experiences, and their journey as an individual.

Use the Resourcelines 9/10 text to support you as you complete this work.
	Option 2:

You are a reporter living at the time of the novel’s events.

Choose a significant scene in which you provide a detailed description of the events as they unfold, or after they have occurred (describe the aftermath).

Use vocabulary, vocal tone, pitch, pace, facial expression, and movement to capture meaning.

	Option 3:

Publishers have decided to create a new illustrated version of the novel. 

Create two illustrations capturing two significant scenes.

Details must be taken from the novel itself.

Colour, line, image, and use of space are important elements to consider.

Include brief scene descriptions for each scene.
	Option 3:

Write three poems which deal with important themes, conflict, characterization, and/or a description of the novel’s events.

Consider speaker (narrator), voice, vocabulary, symbolism, allusions, figures of speech, etc.

Each poem must be a minimum of 15 lines and may be any poetic form. Include a title for each poem.
	Option 3:

The novel is being adapted to a film. However, the director requires more script.
Create a script for an off-scene (not included in novel).

Stay true to plot, narration, setting, characters, and other essential details.

Role play this scene.

Use vocabulary, vocal tone, pitch, pace, facial expression, and movement to capture meaning.
