1. Reread parts of the reading passage, if necessary. 

2. Reread the question, if necessary.

 3. Write as neatly as you can. 

4. Answer in complete sentences. 

5. Explain yourself clearly. Provide details and examples. 

6. Write what you think and why you think that. There are not always right or wrong answers.

 7. Go to the next question if you get stuck on an answer. You should come back to the question at the end. 

8. Answer every question, even if you are not sure. 

9. Use any extra time to check your answers. 

a. Do they say what you mean? 

b.  Do they make sense? 

c. Are your spelling, punctuation, and capitalization appropriate?
Following RACES will ensure that your constructed responses are detailed and organized effectively.
R – Restate the stem of the question in your topic sentence
A – Answer all parts of the question

C – Cite evidence to support your ideas

E – Explain and elaborate how the evidence supports your ideas
S – Summary statement (closing sentence)
