1.) Re-read parts of the reading passage, if necessary.

2.) Re-read the question, if necessary.

3.) Choose the best answer for each question.

4.) Fill in only one circle for each question.

5.) Be sure to read in context (that is, consider the situation) if you are asked about    

      the meaning of a word, as it is used in the text.

6.) Skim through the text to make certain that you have chosen the correct 

      response.

7.) If a question is asking you to identify correctly a figure of speech, make 

      sure that you check to see if it is the right one. It is important to review these

      terms.
8.) Go to the next question of you get stuck on an answer. 

     You should come back to the question at the end.

9.) Answer every question, even if you’re not sure.

10.) Use any extra time to check your answers.
