Tips for Responding to Demand Writing on C.R.T.s
1.) Re-read the prompt, to make certain that you understand what must

      be included in your response.

2.) If a specific form (e.g. narrative, article, essay, etc.) is required, use it.

3.) Participate in and be attentive to the brainstorming process.

4.) Remember that this is a multi-paragraph response that should be 

     a minimum of 2 ½ to 3 pages in length.

5.) Remember to use diction effectively to establish and maintain voice.

6.) Take risks to create style:

· Use font (all capitalization, underlining, or bold print) to show emphasis.

· Use punctuation appropriately, but also to create style (ellipsis points and long dashes indicate the need to reflect, for instance; use exclamation marks sparingly; use inverted quotation marks ‘’ around a word to create voice or to show you mean the opposite; etc.)
· Sometimes a fragment can reveal voice, tone, or even a feeling of uncertainty.

7.) Ensure that you organize effectively your ideas, and be sure that your 

      ideas are expressed clearly.

8.) Use a dictionary and/ or a thesaurus during the demand writing 

      session only.

9.) When you are finished, review your prompt to ensure that you have 

     included all necessary details.
